Dear Elementary Parents;

We would like to remind you about joining us for breakfast each morning. Now the rush for kids and for you in the morning will not be quite so intense.


Breakfast at school might be one of the best academic boosts you can give your child. A number of studies confirm how important breakfasts are, stating that children are more alert in class.  Being more alert could lead to more comprehension of facts, which result in better performance or higher grades. We are here for your child, not just in the cafeteria but in the classroom as well. We are expanding and offering breakfast as well as lunch service for your children’s benefit and for your convenience. 

Upon arrival at school in the morning your student will go directly to the cafeteria. Breakfast is served from 8:35 am until 8:55 am. The cost of breakfast is $1.10 for the paid students and $.30 for the students who qualify for reduced lunch. Those students who qualify for a free lunch also qualify for a free breakfast. Our Breakfast Express program is here for your convenience. Daily selections may include cold cereal, bagels, low fat muffins, along with fresh or canned fruit, as well as their choice of milk. We offer a hot selection on various days including: egg/cheese sandwich, pancakes/waffles, sausage, and a breakfast pizza.
