                        Cool CAT That CARES Program


What does it mean to be a Cool CAT that CARES? By following the Macungie Mission, students can earn Cool CAT (Caught Acting Terrific) that CARES tickets. Adults can reward a student with a ticket when a student is “caught acting terrific” to follow the Macungie Mission. Tickets should be deposited in marked classroom containers. Each week, tickets will be randomly selected (by grade level) and those students will be recognized on the morning announcements. All other students who earn tickets will be recognized at a morning meeting. Rewards, such as a Macungie pen, lunch with the principal, etc. can be obtained by earning tickets. Go beyond being a Terrific Tiger, be a Cool CAT that CARES too!

Creating a Safe Community of Learners:


(Use gentle words only (no teasing or name calling)


(Use gentle touches only (no hitting, pushing/pulling, kicking, throwing objects)


(Report unsafe behavior to a grown-up


Accepting Differences:


(Listen to what a person is saying without interrupting


(Include other students in games and activities, especially at recess


(Tolerate other people’s opinions, even if they are different from yours


Respecting one Another:

(Greet each other with a smile and a “Hello”


(Share classroom supplies and recess equipment with each other


(Compliment each other on the good things we do


Encouraging Responsibility:


(Follow classroom and school rules; remind other people if necessary


(Take care of school equipment and materials (playground equipment, computer,


  books, personal supplies)


(Use problem solving skills when you are angry or upset


Striving for Excellence:


(Put your best effort into your schoolwork and your behavior, every day!


(Complete assigned homework on time


(Pay attention when your teacher, an aide or another adult is speaking to you
